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About the College 

Jagat Taran Girls' Degree College was founded in the year 1975 as an associate college of the University 
of Allahabad, and was declared its constituent college, when the University of Allahabad achieved status 
of a Central University on July 14th, 2005. The college is run by Jagat Taran Education Society which 
comprises of social thinkers, educationists and philanthropists. 

The college has been accredited with 'A' grade at CGPA of 3.19 by NAAC (II cycle) on November 30th, 
2011. It has been selected by the UGC as a ‘College with Potential for Excellence (CPE)’ in the year

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Admission 

Admission in B.A. Part 1 shall be done on the basis of merit in the Common University Entrance Test 
(CUET) and as per the rules of University of Allahabad for non-CUET students. Detailed information 
of the admission related rules can be found in the university website ug-admissions-2025 link. 

Total number of seats for BA in the college are 1456 (including E.W.S. reservation). Admission shall 
be done in accordance with the NEP 2020. 

The admission in B.Com. Part 1 (Self-financed) shall be done on the basis of merit in the CUET. 
Detailed description of the admission related rules can be found in the university website: allduniv.ac.in 
in the CUET-UG admissions 2025 link. 

Total number of seats for B.Com. in the college are 145 (including E.W.S. reservation). 

The admission in M.A. Semester 1 shall be done on the basis of merit in the Post Graduate Admission 
Test (PGAT) 2025-26 conducted by the University of Allahabad. Related information is available on 
the college website. The number of seats available in the different subjects are, as listed: 

Economics: 50, Hindi: 50, Geography: 50 (including E.W.S. reservation) 

The admission in PhD programme shall be done on the basis of CRET conducted by University of 
Allahabad. Presently the college offers PhD in four subjects: Sanskrit, Economics, Hindi and 
Geography. 

Reservations: The rules of University of Allahabad and Central Government shall prevail for the 
reservations in the admission. Reservations under following categories shall be provided: SC, ST, OBC, 
EWS, Differently Abled or PwD, Dependents of University Employees, NCC, Sports, Displaced from 
Kashmir.  

Quota: SC-15 %, ST-7.5 %, OBC-27 %, EWS-10%, Differently Abled (PwD /P.H.)-5%, Sports-2 %,  

Weightage: N.C.C. 'B' Certificate - 5%, & 'C' Certificate -10% 

Note: The differently abled and Sports Quota candidates shall be given admission under their social 
categories only.  

If the student fails to reach for admission with requisite and complete documents, the seat shall not be 
reserved. It will be given to the candidate next in merit. 

The notice of admission is given via newspapers, college website and notice board. If the candidate fails 
to get information regarding admission, the responsibility does not lie with the college. Students are 
advised visit the college website regularly and stay cautious during the entire process of admission.  

The students of B.A. II/III, B.Com. II/III and M.A. Sem. II/ III are advised to submit their fees in the 
college office/ online and get themselves enrolled for the next session/ semester right after the 
declaration of results of the previous year/ semester.  

The candidate has to submit an Anti-Ragging Undertaking and AADHAAR details during the 
admission, in both hard and soft copy.

The fee under all these heads has to be submitted either online or through deposit slip payable in the 
Union Bank, Tagore Town Branch. Fee receipt can be collected online or from the college fee portal. 
The students of Second and Third year, have to fill their application and submit the fee online, through 
the link given in the college website. After successful depositing the fee, receipt of the same can be 
downloaded. The student has to get herself enrolled in each opted subject by showing the hard copy of 
fee receipt.  

Refund of Fee: 

If any student cancels her admission before the commencement of classes, then she can apply for refund 
in the college office. The amount shall be refunded after required deduction. No amount shall be 
refunded once the classes start.  

Important Instruction: 

Students should always keep their fee receipt safely with them. They can be asked to show it for various 
purposes.  

Enrolment: 

Enrolment in all subjects is compulsory within one week after fee deposition. The student has to get 
herself enrolled by showing the fee receipt to the concerned subject’s professor.  

Identity Card: 

Students should always keep I-Card with them when they are in college campus.   

After their enrolment in the allotted subjects, the students are required to fill the form for Identity Card 
and submit it to Proctor. They will be provided a photo- ID card signed by the Proctor. Students should 
always keep this ID card in their person carefully.  

Rules for attendance: 

a. According to university rules, the college students must mandatorily have an attendance of 75% 
in general subjects and 80% in practical subjects and seminars. 

b. The attendance of BA students shall be counted form the admission or the last date of college 
admission, whichever is earlier 

c. If the student is absent from the college due to prolonged or serious sickness, she will have to 
present the application along with a medical certificate, within seven days of joining the college. 
A certificate for more than 30 days of Sick Leave shall only be applicable if certified by CMO.  

d. The student can claim exemption from attendance for attending NCC camps, tours, if the 
officer/ person concerned certifies.  

Note: For attendance/ exemption from the same, the rules of University of Allahabad shall prevail. 
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Rules for Discipline: 

1. Students should always keep their I-card with themselves when in college campus. I-Card can 
be checked any time by the proctors. 

2. Students should maintain discipline and follow all the rules/ instructions given by the Proctors. 
3. Students should not loiter in college when free. The students must utilize free hours/ time 

between the lectures by studying in the Common Room or Reading Room of the library or 
Classrooms. 

4. Students should dress up decently in the college campus. 
5. Students must submit their contact number and an additional emergency contact of their 

parents/guardians in the college. 

Cycle/ Scooter Stand: 

The students must park their vehicle on the stand provided by the college. The vehicle must not be 
parked outside the college campus. Students must have a Driving License (DL) and wear helmet if they 
use two-wheeler to come to the college. DL can be checked by the proctor any time. 
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Detailed Information for Prohibition of Ragging 
In compliance with the direcƟons of the Hon’ble Supreme Court and  UniversiƟes Grants Commission's 
RegulaƟon on Curbing the Menace of ragging in Higher EducaƟon InsƟtuƟons, 2009, the college informs 
that- 

Ragging is totally prohibited in the college campus. Involvement in any act of ragging by any student 
will be dealt with disciplinary acƟon which may include expulsion from the college. 

For detailed informaƟon regarding ragging kindly visit the U.G.C. website https://www.ugc.gov.in and 
consult U.G.C. RegulaƟon on Curbing the Menace of Ragging in Higher EducaƟon InsƟtuƟons, 2009. 

Salient features of the Regulation: 

Applicability 
The aforemenƟoned regulaƟon applies to all universiƟes and higher educaƟon     

The aforemenƟoned regulaƟon applies to all universiƟes and higher educaƟon institution and related 
departments, units and other educaƟonal and residenƟal premises, playgrounds, canteens, campus 
vicinity or outside it, any public or private transportaƟon, etc. 

Objective 
The objecƟve of the regulaƟon is to prohibit any act of ragging in all universiƟes and higher educaƟonal 
insƟtuƟons whether by words spoken or wriƩen or by an act of teasing, treaƟng with rudeness a 
fresher, or any other student or indulging in rowdy or any other indisciplinary acƟviƟes which cause 
annoyance, fear, apprehension, hardship or psychological harm etc. in the fresher/student 

What constitutes ragging? 

Ragging consƟtutes one or more of any of the following acts: 

 Any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken or wriƩen  or by any act which 
has the effect of teasing, treaƟng or handling with rudeness to a fresher or any other student 

 Indulging in rowdy or indiscipline acƟviƟes by any student or students which causes or is likely to 
cause: annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension 
thereof in any fresher or any other student. 

 Asking any student to do any act which such student will not do in the ordinary course and which 
has the effect of causing or generaƟng a sense of shame, or torment or embarrassment so as to 
adversely affect the physique  or psyche of such fresher or any other student 

 Any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular academic acƟvity of 
any other student or a fresher 

 ExploiƟng the services of a fresher or any other student for compleƟng the academic tasks 
assigned to an individual or a group of students. 

 Any act of financial extorƟon or forceful expenditure burden put on a fresher or any other student 
by students 

 Any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse, homosexual assaults, 
stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures, causing bodily harm or any other danger to 
health or person. 

 Any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, post, public insults which would  also include deriving 
perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadisƟc thrill from acƟvely or passively parƟcipaƟng in the 
discomfiture to fresher or any other  student. 

 Any act that affects the mental health and self-confidence of a fresher or any other student with 
or without an intent to derive a sadisƟc pleasure or showing off power, authority or superiority 
by a student over any fresher or  any other student. 
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Measures taken to curb ragging at the institutional level 

Ragging is strictly prohibited on college campus. If a student found indulging or planning to indulge in act 
of ragging, she/he shall be punished according to the UGC regulaƟons and the law of the state. 

 At the Ɵme of the admission the student and the parents/guardian (separately) shall submit an 
undertaking to the college staƟng that they have read and understood the UGC RegulaƟons on          
curbing the menace of ragging, 2009  and that they are aware of the punishments prescribed 
under the regulaƟon. The undertaking should also state that they have never been involved in, 
punished or expelled from an insƟtuƟon for ragging. 

 And that they shall neither directly, nor indirectly parƟcipate in or encourage ragging and will 
be punished if found guilty and the punishment will not be restricted only to expulsion. The 
undertaking shall be submiƩed at the Ɵme of admission and again in subsequent academic 
sessions. 

 The applicaƟon for admission shall be accompanied by a document in the  form of school leaving 
cerƟficate/ transfer cerƟficate/migraƟon cerƟficate/character cerƟficate reporƟng on the 
interpersonal/social behaviour of the student so that the insƟtuƟon can keep a watch on her. 

 The insƟtuƟon will keep a vigil on vulnerable (high-risk) places as well as  students likely to 
indulge in ragging. 

 The insƟtuƟon shall conduct orientaƟon programs to educate students about the AnƟ-Ragging 
Cell. 

 All students at the Ɵme of admission are required to furnish informaƟon regarding their 
residence and the subsequent change in address. 

Apart from the aforemenƟoned, other measures menƟoned in UGCC RegulaƟon 2009 shall be followed. 

Administrative action in the event of ragging.- 

The institution shall punish a student found guilty of ragging aŌer following  the procedure and in the 
manner prescribed here in under: 

 The Anti-Ragging Cell or Committee of the institution shall take an appropriate decision, in 
regard to punishment or otherwise, depending on the facts of each incident of ragging and nature 
and gravity of the incident  of ragging established in the recommendations of the Anti-Ragging 
Squad. 

 The Anti-Ragging Cell or Committee, may, depending on the nature and gravity of the guilt 
established by the Anti-Ragging Squad, award to those found guilty one or more of the following 
punishments, namely; 

 Suspension from attending classes and academic privileges. 
 Withholding/ withdrawing scholarship/ fellowship and other benefits. 
 Debarring from appearing in any test/examination or other evaluation  process. 
 Withholding results. 
 Debarring from representing the institution in any regional, national or international meet, 

tournament, youth festival, etc. 
 Cancellation of admission. 
 Rustication from the institution for period ranging from one to four semesters. 
 Expulsion from the institution and consequent debarring from admission to any other institution, 

for a specified period.

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Implementation of National Education Policy 
(from 2025-26) 

 
On implementation of National Education Policy- 2020 by the University, the college also implemented 
NEP from Academic Session 2025-26. The curriculum and the UG examinations shall be in conformity 
with the resolution (No. 10/48) of University of Allahabad. 
 
Some of the key features of NEP have been listed below: 
1. Undergraduate Programme shall be of 4-year duration, with multiple exit, entry and re-entry options: 
a) UG Certificate: awarded after completion of one year (2 semesters) of study in the chosen field(s)/ 
discipline 
b) UG Diploma: awarded after completion of two years (4 semesters) of study in the chosen field(s)/ 
discipline 
c) Bachelor’s Degree (UG Degree): awarded after completion of three years (6 semesters) programme 
of study 
d) 4-Year Bachelor’s Degree (UG Honours): awarded after completion of three years (6 semesters) 
programme of study.  
 
2. At the time of admission, the candidate shall choose 2 major and 1 minor discipline. In the fourth 
year, the student shall opt for any of these major disciplines to earn a 4-year UG Degree. Minor subject 
has to be pursued for the first two years (4 Semesters).  
 
3.  Elective Courses too are offered alongside Core Courses to provide additional academic breadth and 
flexibility. The electives can be Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC), Value-Added Courses (VAC), 
Ability Enhancement Course (AEC) or Multidisciplinary (MD) Courses.  
 
4. Students shall have the freedom to opt for a course of equal credits (as approved by the competent 
authority on the recommendation of Departmental Committee) from the MOOCs portal of UGC or other 
government approved/ UGC recognised portals. 
 
5. The maximum time in which a student will be allowed to complete a degree is 7 years.
