Polythene Bags – A Clogging Kesaster
Polythene is such a product which due to its ease of use, handiness, lightweight water proof nature

and cheap availabillity has found a wide applicability in modern society. It is widely used for packing and
storing and mostly used as carry bags. As the consumption of polythene, particularty in rural areas is on
rise, consequently the serenity of villages is lost to ugliness of polythene garbage dumps.

Quite often cows and stray animals try to tear open the poly bags in search of food and get injured by
broken glass, blades and pins etc., contained therein because very few of us even care to segregate these
materials from the kitchen waste.

Inspite of many states imposing ban on an the use of polythene bags, the problem still remains
unresolved because the shopkeepers show their inability to give all articles in paper bags to their customers
in place of poly bags, as the formers are very costly. In the circumstances, there is a dire need of attitudinal
change on the part of customers.

Moreover, a nationwide adoption of such strategy is required so that the use of polythene bags is
completely banned.

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India's Self : Derivative of Women's lives

When I first entered Jagat Taran Girl's Degree Collegei I was sure to develop a vision for myself,
which would make myself sovereingn among equals. While thinking about the legacy of great Indian
women, a thought suddenly struck my mind. How do these women (whom I'm thinking about) constitute
India's 'self? What was their contribution to India as it stands today? Can I trace back something? So let's
embark upon a journey with these amazingly inspiring ladies. Although it was really hard to choose a few
mames among those who are equally great, I finally decided on Sita (daughter of the soil), Nur Jahan
(Servant in the Mughal imperial household & then the queen), Savitri Bai Phule (Shudra by birth but a great
teacher) on one hand & Draupadi (empress of the then Aryavarta), Razia Sultan (ruler of Delhi Sultanate)
and Pandita Ramabai (Brahmin by birth and a great feminist) on the other. There can be drawn several
paralles in their respective struggles. They not only fought with the world outside but the world' inside' as
well. According to me, they contributed to India in more ways than one with their unique sovereignty.

Modern India is characterized by its freedom movement which was led with the ideas of liberty and
equality and carried on with the virtue of sacrifice. Sacrifice has deep roots in India's past. When I speak
of it, I don't denote the conventional understanding of people that they relate to women. I chose two
characters from mythology because it is very hard in India, to differentiate myth from lives of common
people. Attributing sacrifice to Sita encompasses her material sacrifice. I think it was her very 'self that she
sacrificed' when she followed her husband into exilet and was later banished by himself into the forest, but
only to discover her true self, that it was liberal or free & equal. Devdutt Pattanaik (India's eminent
mythologist) wrote in his book 'Myth=Mithya' : Hand book of Hindu Mythology that: '' Culture can exist
only when nature is domesticated. This is often a violent act....... culture needs to thrive but not at the cost
of nature. Dharma must not only domesticate nature, it also needs to ensure there is harmony between
them.'' Sita was already the daughter of the soil (Janak found her while ploughing a field.) She come closer
to her real mother, unintentionally founding the path of civilization. When culture spreads itself someone has
to bear the burden. I guess she did bear the burden of Ram's perfect & civilized kingdom (after called 'Ram
Rajya') through her sacrifice. He was bound to follow rules (sometimes they clashed with the nations of
liberty & equality – banishing Sita or killing Shambuka) but she certainly became free and one with all her
mother's creatures.

Now, I'II move ahead to talk about Draupadi who could actually be called India's first feminist. But
unlike Sita, she had different experiences of liberty, equality & sacrifice. While she demands for social
justice, questions the patriarchal notion of liberty and follows her husbands into exile who have failed her
more than once, her disovery of self is different from that of  Sita. Sita confronted what may be called the
inner  world. She challenged her own notions of liberty & equality while Draupadi challenged the prevalent
notions of those ideals. She was in direct confrontation with the other world. She knew she was free &
equal but she wanted the world to accept it. Clearly it was an attempt of bravery on her part. Sita &
Draupadi together as one constitute a part of India's self that discovered itself & also that it's 'self is
sovereign, when it was struggling against foreign domination.
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After India gained independence, it chose soverignty as one of its highest ideals. What can be termed
as 'ethical sovereignty' can be found in the life of India's fisrt woman ruler Razia Sulan (1205-1240) Quite
a fresh and robust step of Medieval Indians. What is more ethical is that her reign was supported by the
people. She struggled a lot after becoming the  monarch. True that her reign didn't last long but she certainly
inspired India's sovereignty. Expanding the scope of discussion, next we have is Nur Jahan (1577-1645).
Often regarded as one of piercing intelligence, versatile temper and aristocratic tastes, she ruled the empire
her own way struggling in her early life as a servant of the Imperial Mughals, she lived to see the great
monarch (Jahangir) bow before her. She had a political bent of mind and formulated the state policy. She
was generous & helped Muslim girls (orphans) in their education & marriage. India struggled for
sovereignty when it was colonized as Nur Jahan  was young & it still struggled to maintain its sovereignty
as Razia Sultan ascended the throne.

Education is what plays an important role in bringing social justice. Social justice is what Indians
aspire for. It was during its freedom movement that India saw its first wave of feminism, divergent in nature:
one led by  high caste born Pandita Ramabai (1858-1922) and the other by low caste born Savitri Bai
Phule (1831-1897).

Ramabai's unconventional upbringing facilitated the rejection of a rigid-gender specific role and
Jyotiba Phule's companionship facilitated Savitri Bai's rejection of caste system and the unequal treatment
meted out to Indian women. Both  condemned the scriptures of Hinduism which have been responsible for
women's seclusion & suppression. Savtri Bai was the first female teacher of the first female  school of India
and Ramabai brought into political discourse the plight of Hindu widow. Ramabai appreciated the ideals of
liberty and equality as achieved by America and so was Savtri Bai's husband Jyotiba Phule who dedicated
his book 'Slavery' or ' Gulamagiri' to Americans (or Negroes). From Ramabai's bold step to marry a
Shudra (Bipin Bihari Medhavi-a member of Brahmo samaj) to Savitri Bai's even bolder step to adopt the
son (Yashwant) of a widow (Kashi Bai) and marry him to a girl of other caste, both worked continuously
for the upliftment of the downtodden through education aiming for social justice. As they struggled their
whole life,so is India sturggling for the aim of social justice even after 77 years of independence.

Hope India soon recognizes its' self and sovereginty of its self. Insufficient, imperfect and incomplete,
but these are my' views, emanating from my self.

I began my journey as a Program Officer in the National Service Scheme (NSS) in 2022, driven by

a longstanding passion for social service. This spirit of community engagement was the primary reason I
joined NSS. During my student years, I actively participated as an NSS volunteer, and upon entering the
teaching profession, I was eager to reconnect with this work. Rejoining NSS as a Program Officer catalyzed
my personal growth and deepened my understanding of the responsibilities inherent to being an Indian
citizen.

Apart from the 30 general camps held throughout the year, the 7-day special camp makes us aware
of our civil duties, gradually molding participants into responsible citizens. After completing a year with
NSS, I had the honor of representing a team from Uttar Pradesh at the Pre-Republic Day Parade Camp
in Haridwar. Accompanying me were two other Program Officers from our state. This camp brought
together participants from six central zone states: Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh,
Bihar, and Jharkhand. Thirteen Program Officers and 200 volunteers attended this 10-day camp, making
it an unforgettable experience.

In Haridwar, I gained a profound understanding of NSS, seeing a volunteer spirit develop within
myself even as I served as a Program Officer. Our rigorous daily schedule began with Prabhat Pheri and
yoga at 4 am, followed by breakfast, parade practice, lunch, academic sessions, evening snacks, cultural
programs, and ended with practice for the next day's cultural events. This disciplined routine on the sacred
grounds of Haridwar was transformative. Two volunteers from my college, Antima and Aparajita Shukla,
also participated, and the 10 days flew by.
